ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

e Applicants must be full-time, matriculated students at UNE.

e Applicants must be in good academic standing with a minimum 2.5 G.PA.

e Applicants must be accepted/applying to a semester, summer, short-term, or year-long program approved by
the University of New England.

e Applicants must be either receiving UNE credit for their participation or conducting research or experience
for later use in a UNE program (practicum, independent study, internships, clinical experience).
