She married Edmund Flagg in 1813, and
gave birth to two children, Edmund (1815) and Harriet (unknown).

The first are from friends and addressed to
Harriet Payson, her maiden name. After 1812, she is addressed as Mrs. Harriet Flagg. Thereis one letter
that she wrote to Marian McLain in 1811, the rest of the correspondence is to her from P.E. Theobold,
Mary M. Parker, Catherine Patton, Martha Hubbard, A. Chaland, Caroline Moore, Mary Sewell, E.
Sewell, Daniel French, Nathaniel Coffin, Lucy Sedge, and Henry Flagg (brother-in-law?). The contents
